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Resolute Devotion: 
Finding Scripture that justifies and explains the mission of Care Net and its more 
than 800 associate pregnancy care centers in the United States and Canada is par-
ticularly perplexing. However, it is not because there are a lack of Bible verses to 
support the effort; rather, limiting the selection is a daunting task because there are 
so many admonitions to protect and defend the innocent, such as the ‘pure and 
faultless’ religion we read of in the first chapter of James. Unquestionably, protect-
ing the most innocent among us is the fundamental function of Care Net and the 
centers it serves.  
 
Additionally, though facing unique challenges because each of its associate mem-
bers enjoy its own 501(c)(3) status, Care Net has remained a positive force in the 
pro-life movement for 30 years despite an-ever changing political landscape, court 
challenges, economic downturns, and the sudden death in an auto accident of its charismatic president, Guy Condon, in November of 2000. 
Numerous factors have contributed to this perseverance, chief among them a commitment to financial integrity and transparency coupled 
with a resolute devotion to honoring the evangelical origins of the ministry. 
 
Consequently, MinistryWatch.com designates it as a “Shining Light” ministry because it is a model of a ministry that understands that it 
must “…let your light shine before men, that they may see your good deeds and praise your Father in heaven” (Matthew 5:16). 
 
History:  
Begun in 1975 as the Christian Action Council (CAC) by Dr. Harold O. J. Brown, 
Care Net provides training, support, professional assistance, materials and leader-
ship to independent affiliated pregnancy resource centers and others involved in 
pro-life efforts. 
 
Regarding the name change from the CAC to Care Net in 1993, ministry President 
and CEO Kurt Entsminger explains, “The name came about because of the chang-
ing focus of our organization. When Christian Action Council was formed in 1975, its primary focus 
was to pursue public education and political means to address the impact of legalized abortion.  As 
time has gone on, our organization has increasingly focused on supporting pregnancy centers. In 1993, the name Care 
Net was adopted as it more accurately fits  our current mission which is to support a network of over 800 pregnancy 
centers that offer caring help to women in need.” Initially known as crisis pregnancy centers, the local ministries began changing their names 
in the late 1990s. Again, Entsminger explains. “Many pregnancy centers decided to drop the word ‘crisis’ from their names after a 1997 
study revealed that women facing unplanned pregnancies did not tend to see their situations as constituting a crisis.” 
 
The Assessment: 
Care Net focuses its work in a manner consistent with the biblical and historical teach-
ings of the Christian community concerning the sanctity of human life at all stages of 
its existence and development. Care Net desires to reach more abortion-minded 
women, to encourage mothers to choose life for their babies, and to proclaim the Gos-
pel. While changing names may reflect a level of acknowledgement by Care Net and 
its affiliate centers regarding society’s changing attitudes, that does not mean Care Net 
has not remained true to its mission. In fact, it could be argued it is as focused as ever. 
Even the possibility that the U.S. Supreme Court will ultimately reverse itself on Roe 
v. Wade does not portend changes for the mission of Care Net and the centers, insists 
its leader.

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Entsminger notes, “With or without Roe v. Wade, pregnancy care centers offer the 
greatest, best hope for stopping abortion in America. We’re already impacting women 
with positive choices.” In fact, he argues that if the landmark ruling is overturned, 
“Pregnancy care centers will be even more important.” He explains, “They will serve 
as a ‘safety net’ in states where restrictions on abortions are in place and would con-
tinue to be a positive alternative in states where abortion would be legal.” 
 
Commitment to Donors : 
Care Net has systems in place that reassure donors that funds are used for designated 
purposes, are used efficiently, and are done so with safeguards that ensure unwaver-
ing faithfulness to its evangelical mission. Policies regarding board governance, inter-
nal controls, use of resources and executive compensation provide certainty for do-
nors. 
 
“We believe that our donors are critical people in the overall ministry process. Our 
desire is to build strong relationships with our donors. We believe we have an obliga-
tion to minister to them. We see ourselves as being good stewards of their donation. 
We hope to be as transparent as possible in communicating to them about our minis-
try,” explains Entsminger. He adds, “Both the Care Net board and senior staff are 
jealous in guarding our mission.  We are continuously assessing the effectiveness of 
our efforts in relationship to our mission. Also, every new program idea proposed is 
addressed through a filter that measures its potential relationship and effectiveness in 
fulfilling our mission.  A change in our official mission requires board approval.” 
 
Entsminger pointed to 12 promises the ministry makes regarding donors. Included in 
that pledge are promises to use financial gifts as designated, to honor spending re-
strictions, to communicate regularly and truthfully, and to not use coercion when do-
ing so. 
 
Additionally, the board plays a key role. “We have board members who have back-
grounds in business management, accounting and finance, fundraising, client market-
ing, pregnancy center counseling, and urban ministry. Our board meets regularly 
twice a year and has been instrumental in providing general oversight and guiding our 
strategic planning,” says Entsminger. He notes that Care Net has a Conflict of Interest 
Policy that requires that all Care Net board members to perform their duties and re-
sponsibilities free of undue competing interests and influences. He reports also that 
the Care Net board has appointed an audit review committee that includes the Treas-
urer and one other board member. 
 
However, like many ministries, it has yet to adopt internal policies designed to protect 
whistleblowers and ensure proper document destruction. Still, Entsminger says, “The 
Care Net Employee Handbook provides a specified procedure for handling employee 
complaints. Care Net is committed to resolving all grievances in accordance with Bib-
lical principles.” 
 
Regarding executive pay, Entsminger says, “Care Net has traditionally paid its execu-
tives compensation that is comparable to what other non-profit organizations in the 
metro Washington D.C. area are paying.  Care Net has no specific policy to limit the 
amount of compensation paid to its executives or to any of its other employees. It is 
fair to say that Care Net operates under the principle that the worker should be paid 
his due wages.” 
 
Critically important, Care Net does track its progress. Explains Entsminger, “One 
way that we measure our efficiency is by assuring that the percentage of donor mon-
ies we are spending on our programs remains relatively high in relationship to our 
administrative and fundraising expenses. Because we have a number of different ini-
tiatives to carry out our mission, we have numerous performance measures to moni-
tor. Each year, we measure how much our network of pregnancy centers has grown. 

Programs  
 All of the ministry’s efforts are essentially designed 
to assist local pregnancy care centers in fulfilling 
their core mission of assisting women in unplanned 
pregnancies so that they will choose life for their 
child, and share the gospel of Jesus Christ in word 
and deed while doing so. Presently, in fact, Care Net 
does have a goal of reaching hundreds of thousands 
of women that the centers are not presently connect-
ing with. 
 
Accomplishing this goal requires a plan, and Care 
Net has one, says Entsminger. “We promote the 
work of our pregnancy centers in a variety of ways.” 
He says that Care Net has a three-pronged approach. 
First, it is committed to promoting present centers 
and their programs. Next, Care Net looks to plant 
new associate center, particularly in urban areas. Fi-
nally, Care Net is always preparing for changes in 
the political and economic landscapes. 

Option Line 
Care Net owns and operates Option Line along with 
Heartbeat International. It is a 24/7 pregnancy help 
line that directs about 7,000 callers each month to the 
local pregnancy centers in their area. In the past year 
alone, about 2,000 additional calls have being re-
ceived monthly. 

Educational Materials 
Care Net promotes the work of pregnancy centers 
through public education including the annual publi-
cation of over one million Sanctity of Human Life 
Sunday brochures. 

Training 

Affiliation 

Care Net assists the work of pregnancy centers by 
holding a national pregnancy center conference and 
offers its affiliates a wide range of resources, train-
ings and programs which are designed to enhance the 
effectiveness of their evangelical outreach. 

To become a Care Net affiliate, a pregnancy center 
must complete an application demonstrating that 
the center will abide by Care Net’s affiliation stan-
dards and pay an annual affiliation fee of $300. A 
new Care Net affiliate receives a set of six free op-
erating manuals, a free legal audit and a free 3 ½-
day training conducted by a Care Net consultant. 
Care Net affiliates are entitled to receive ongoing 
and unlimited consultation from our regional con-
sultants as well as from our national specialists who 
address legal concerns, client marketing issues and 
fundraising questions.   

Planting 
Care Net is also involved in actively assisting the de-
velopment of new pregnancy enters in underserved 
urban and other areas. In the past year, the network of 
centers has grown by about 100. 
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We measure how many callers have been connected by out Option Line to our local centers. We measure how many women have been seen 
by our local centers. We measure how many women have chosen life for their babies. And most importantly, we measure how many women 
and men have made commitment to Christ. All of these help us to know whether we are effectively fulfilling our mission.” 
 
As with any ministry, adjustments are necessary. “If we find that we are not meeting our goals within a certain program, we carefully evalu-
ate that program to determine how it can be improved or if it should be eliminated,” says Entsminger. “One example is our urban initiative. 
After a year of attempting to develop new urban centers using a certain model, we concluded that the model we were using to develop these 
new centers was not working well in many cities. The Care Net Board appointed a task force to examine the problem and as a result we have 
implemented new models that are working very well.” 
 
Conclusion:  
Despite its commitment to serve local affiliates, Care Net must secure its own funding. Entsminger explains, “Our mission is to serve preg-
nancy centers.  Therefore, one challenge we face is to make sure that we tailor our fundraising efforts in a way that does not negatively im-
pact our local affiliates.  We do this by seeking funding from foundations and other sources that our local centers do not normally rely upon. 
We also assure that all of our mailings to potential new donors include materials that specifically encourage them to support their local preg-
nancy centers.” 
 
It is this commitment to financial integrity while not interfering with the mission of local centers, combined with its faithfulness to donors, 
which make Care Net a Shining Light of the Gospel. If after reading this profile and doing your own research, you believe that Care Net is 
worthy of your support, MinistryWatch.com can say with confidence that your donation will be used as promised by the ministry.
